Computer Programmer-uses computer languages to write software programs.  Manipulate program designs made by developers into a language the computer understand
Software Developer-develops applications allowing specific tasks on computers or other devices; develops the underlying systems that run devices or controls networks
Program Tester- tests programs for errors and fixes the lines of computer code responsible.
Web Developer- design and create websites; responsible for technical aspects, such as its performance and capacity, which are measures of a website’s speed and how much traffic the site can handle; create content for the site.
