Common jobs include: 
Engineering Technicians - planning and designing of construction projects on roads, bridges and other infrastructure under direction of engineering staff or physical scientists. 

Potential workplaces includes:
Civil engineering technicians work in offices, where they help civil engineers plan and design projects. Civil engineering technicians sometimes visit the jobsite where a construction project is taking place, to collect or test materials or observe the project.
Business and Industry - Engineering firms that specialize in surveying and structural components, manufacturing, power plants, non-residential building construction
