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Common jobs with a degree in Early Childhood Education include:
* Preschool Teacher
* Lead Preschool Teacher
* Childcare Center Director
* Home-based Service Provider
* Family Support Specialist

Potential workplaces include:
State-Run Early Childhood Education Programs- Tennessee Early Intervention System, state-based Pre-K, HeadStart.
Child Care Centers deliver care for 13 or more children. 
Family Child Care Homes deliver care for five to seven unrelated children. Up to 5 additional children related to the primary caregiver may also receive care. 
Group Child Care Homes deliver care 8 to 12 children. Up to 3 additional school age children may receive care before and after school, on school holidays, on snow days, and during summer vacation. 
Drop-In Centers deliver care for 15 or more children not to exceed 14 hours per week and for not more than 7 hours per day for any individual child during regular working hours. Drop-in centers can also provide up to 6 additional hours of care per week during evening and weekend hours. 
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
