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Common jobs with an A.A.S. in Electrical Engineering Technology include:
*Industrial Technician – Maintain, design, test and install plant automation equipment, computer control systems, PLCs, ladder logic, motors, and variable speed drives.
*Electrical Engineer’s Aide – Assist engineers in the design, development, and testing of electrical systems and equipment.  Aides may also find work with industry or consulting firms.
*Utilities / Power Maintenance – Maintain and install high voltage distribution systems for public utilities and industry firms.
*Manufacturing Technician - Use a combination of mechanical and technical skills to handle a variety of hands-on tools and computers.
*Electrical Designer / Drafter - Creates wiring diagrams and power distribution diagrams used to supply electricity to homes, businesses and various electronics products.  Electrical designer duties in the construction field generally focus on equipment layout, wiring diagrams, and how these systems are connected.
*Planner / Designer - Designs, costs and completes supportive documentation for the construction of new electric facilities and the reconstruction of existing electric facilities, including extension, trenching and other agreements; specification of equipment; joint trench and pole use memos; and warehouse material notices.
*Process Control Technician - Process technicians help design, control, operate and troubleshoot specialized processes central to the business activities of their employer. The duties of a process technician vary widely, but generally, the primary duty of any process technician is to optimize a specialized process and keep it on track, even if problems arise.
*Technical Manager - A technical manager, as the name suggests, has to do the balancing act of managing technical processes and teams along with using his technical skills to provide the necessary environment for project success.
*Maintenance Technician – Maintain the electrical systems in a building.
*Technical Sales Representative - Technical sales specialists, also called sales engineers, focus on complex scientific and technical products for businesses. They typically work for the wholesale trade, professional and scientific services, and manufacturers of computers and electronic products.
