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Common jobs with an A.A.S. in Nursing include:
Registered Nurse (R.N.)
Potential workplaces include:
Hospital, Emergency Room or Flight Nurse
Physician’s office and Clinics - anywhere that people are needing direct nursing care.
Home Health Care - Provide nursing care in the patient’s home
Ambulatory Care - same day surgery clinics or outpatient testing clinics
Geriatric/Gerontology - work in a nursing home or assisted living facilities.
Hospice Facilities - provide support and care to both the patient and the family members of a dying patient
Rehabilitation Centers - work with patients attempting to recover from serious injuries or illness such as strokes, spinal cord injuries, or physical trauma.
Mental Health
School Nurse
This is an incomplete list. Essentially, there is a nursing specialty for every medical specialty. This list also does not include jobs that require advanced practice degrees, such as Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetist (CRNA), Nurse Practitioner, or Clinical Nurse Specialist.
