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Common jobs with a (degree/certificate) in [program of study] include:
Surgical technologists, also called operating room technicians, assist in surgical operations. They prepare operating rooms, arrange equipment, and help doctors during surgeries. Surgical technologists typically do the following:
· Prepare operating rooms for surgery
· Sterilize equipment and make sure that there are adequate supplies for surgery
· Ready patients for surgery, such as by washing and disinfecting incision sites
· Help surgeons during surgery by passing them instruments and other sterile supplies
· Count supplies, such as sponges and instruments
· Maintain a sterile environment

Potential workplaces include:
General Medical and Surgical Hospitals - Establishments primarily engaged in providing general medical and surgical services and other hospital services.
Offices of Physicians - industry includes independent practices of health practitioners having the degree of M.D. (Doctor of Medicine) or D.O. (Doctor of Osteopathy) providing general or specialized medicine in fields such as anesthesiology, oncology, or ophthalmology.
Outpatient Care Centers - Outpatient care, sometimes called ambulatory care, describes medical care or treatment that does not require an overnight stay in a hospital or medical facility. Outpatient care may be administered in a medical office or a hospital, but most commonly, it is provided in a medical office or outpatient surgery center.
Offices of Dentists - is a branch of medicine that is involved in the study, diagnosis, prevention, and treatment of diseases, disorders and conditions of the oral cavity, commonly in the dentition but also the oral mucosa, and of adjacent and related structures and tissues, particularly in the maxillofacial (jaw and facial) area.
Home Health Care Services - Home health care is a wide range of health care services that can be given in your home for an illness or injury. Home health care is usually less expensive, more convenient, and just as effective as care you get in a hospital or skilled nursing facility (SNF). 
Medical and Diagnostic Laboratories - A medical laboratory or clinical laboratory is a laboratory where tests are usually done on clinical specimens in order to obtain information about the health of a patient as pertaining to the diagnosis, treatment, and prevention of disease.
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
