Business and Industry – computer companies, consulting firms, or business and financial companies (privately owned, banking and depository credit intermediation*)
Education – Public and Private Schools, Colleges and Universities
Agencies – State and Federal Social Services agencies
Healthcare – Hospitals, laboratories and private practices
Research and Planning - Management, scientific, and technical consulting services
